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LA CITOYENNETE EUROPEENNE AU PRISME DES VALEURS DE L'UNION
EUROPEAN CITIZENSHIP THROUGH THE LENS OF EU’S COMMON VALUES

Que signifie étre citoyen et citoyenne de I'Union ? Quels rapports la citoyenneté de
'Union entretient-elle avec les valeurs communes sur lesquelles elle se fonde ? A
moins d’un an des élections européennes, la question est cruciale. La citoyenneté ne
peut en effet servir de support a la lIégitimation démocratique gu’a la condition que
les citoyens se reconnaissent dans des valeurs communément partagées.

Or, la citoyenneté de I'Union est depuis l'origine I'objet de jugements contrastés.
Alors que certains y voient le symbole de la politisation de I'Union, d’autres
soulignent la liste étroite des droits qu’elle confére aux seuls citoyens aisés, mobiles
et économiquement actifs. La mise en ceuvre effective des valeurs de l'article 2 du
TUE ne serait pas assurée, I'Union peinant ainsi a dépasser la logique de marché qui
a présidé a sa création.

Quant au caractére commun de ces valeurs, il est aujourd’hui remis en cause, dans
certains Etats membres, par les tenants d’une conception illibérale de la démocratie.
Or, a défaut d’étre communément partagées, les valeurs de I’'Union peuvent-elles
constituer le socle de la citoyenneté européenne ? A l'inverse, ces valeurs ne sont-
elles pas trop universelles et de ce fait insusceptibles de contribuer a I'’émergence
d’une identité proprement européenne ? En outre, ces valeurs doivent-elles étre
réservées aux citoyens de I’'Union, a I'exclusion des ressortissants d’Etats tiers ?
Enfin, ces valeurs, octroyées aux citoyens par les Etats membres, sont-elles aptes a
favoriser les pratiques citoyennes ? N’est-il pas temps de substituer a cette approche
top down une approche bottom up permettant aux citoyens européens de définir
eux-mémes les valeurs fondatrices d’un contrat social européen et de répondre ainsi
aux changements sociétaux majeurs auxguels I'Union européenne est confrontée ?
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What does it mean to be a citizen of the Union? What is the relationship between
European citizenship and the common values on which it is based?

Less than a year before the European elections, this question is all the more crucial
as citizenship can only serve as a basis for democratic legitimacy if citizens identify
with shared values.

From the outset, however, EU citizenship has been the subject of conflicting
judgements. While some see it as a symbol of the politicisation of the Union, others
emphasise the narrow list of rights it grants only to wealthy, mobile and economically
active citizens. The market logic that led to the creation of the EU would still be alive,
undermining the concrete and effective implementation of the values enshrined in
Article 2 of the TEU.

As for the shared nature of these values, this is now being questioned in some
Member States, which are advocating for an illiberal conception of democracy. If they
are not shared, can the values of the Union be the basis of European citizenship? On
the other hand, aren’t these values too universal to contribute to the emergence of a
specifically European identity? Moreover, should these values be reserved for citizens
of the Union, to the exclusion of third-country nationals? Finally, are these values,
granted to citizens by the Member States, likely to promote civic practices? Is it not
time to replace this top-down approach with a bottom-up one, enabling European
citizens themselves to define the fundamental values of a European social contract
and thus respond to the major social changes facing the European Union?
